What is caregiver respite?
Respite = Break
"When caregivers are rested, they provide better care!"

Respite care is temporary care. It gives caregivers rest & relief. It relieves burnout.

Examples of when to use caregiver respite: to run errands or go to appointments, attend a
support group, enjoy a hobby, take a mini-vacation.

Respite care is available to unpaid family caregivers, defined as friends or family
members.

Who is eligible for respite care through Heartland Human Services?

The care recipient must:

. Be at least age 60

. Reside in a private home in Clay, Effingham, Fayette, Jefferson, or Marion
County.

. Meet qualifying guidelines in activities of daily living through a face-to-face
assessment.

The caregiver must:
. Meet with Caregiver Advisor for assessment, consultation & care planning
through a face-to-face meeting.

Examples of services provided by an in-home respite worker:
. Light housekeeping duties

. Meal preparation

. Personal care

. Companionship & supervision

. Encourage exercise, awareness, & orientation.

How does one access respite care?

Contact the Caregiver Advisor at 217.347.7179 extension 1062 or toll-free at
1.888.560.8805 extension 1062.

What is the cost?
. There are no set fees for respite care due to grant funding by Midland Area
Agency on Aging. Donations are accepted & appreciated!

Respite care cannot be used for the caregiver to go to work.
